As| am sure you are aware, our second beautiful new brick entrance sign was installed

at Beechcroft and Stanley in October. This sign was paid for completely through

donations from you, the residents of our neighborhoods. Once again, a huge thank you

to al of you who have donated to this project.

Even if they pay for labor, we will still
have to pay for the brick and lettering ($2400 per sign). So once again, we are asking you to dig into your pockets and send in a
donation so that we can complete this sign project. | think you can see from the two new signs what an improvement they have
been to the entrances to our neighborhoods.

New Apartment Complex Planned for Hilltop Road

On January 10, 2005, the Greensboro Zoning Commission voted
unanimously to rezone 15 acres on Hilltop Road from residential
single-family to residential multi-family. This paves the way for
the construction of an apartment complex consisting of a

maximum of 132 dwelling units. The land

to be developed is located on the north side

of Hilltop directly west of the new loop

| g . (Painter Blvd.).

The developer, Seth Coker, had approached

both  SWNA and the Sedgefield Lakes
neighborhood association (SELCO), to present the plan and to
determine whether or not either association would be opposed to
the development. Since the land is not directly adjacent to any
area represented by SWNA, it will not have much direct impact on
us. In fact, the SWNA Board felt that the proposed use was
probably the best that could be hoped for, given alocation directly
adjacent to a new 8-lane highway and fronting what will be a 5-
lane highway (once Hilltop is widened to 5 lanes). However,
SEL CO had serious concerns about the impact of the devel opment
on their lake. SWNA members Jim Wooten and Peter Kauber
were actively involved in discussions with SELCO and Coker.
Two months of negotiations between SELCO and the developer
led to a resolution of differences and, ultimately, to an
endorsement of the project by SELCO. The developer and SELCO

are to be commended for spending the time and effort to come to
an agreement.

There is a possibility that 9 acres of the new development will be
set aside as a natural area with walking trails, to be made available
for use by area residents (including SWNA area residents). Coker
is working with the City to determine whether the City can accept
the donation of the 9 acres as public parkland.

Once a more detailed
understanding of the concerns is developed, the next steps are
to develop strategies for dealing with the problems, and then
attempt to implement the most promising strategies.
